" The legal and technical barriers existing for further publication were
addressed by updating the actual PSI reuse Royal Decree-law to
improve the legal framework and to harmonise the data offered.

The barriers that exist for further use are addressed by the Spanish
Government by developing different data challenges, hackathons and
holding round tables to decrease the gap between demand and supply.
